Transportation

Transportation between the airport and the hotel is not provided, unless communicated
otherwise. Please kindly plan your mode of travel and route yourself. Traffic in Bangkok can be
slow at times, especially during rush hours of workdays, or the evening of Friday when people
leave the city and evening Sunday when they return. Please make sure to always check the traffic
for your trips. Bangkok also offers multiple ways to get around, including sky train and metro
which are relatively new and safe.

There are two international airports in Bangkok: Suvarnabhumi Airport (BKK) and Don
Mueang Airport (DMK). Most international flights are bound for Suvarnabhumi Airport. Some
short distance flights are bound for Don Mueang Airport. It is advised to check the airport code on
your ticket and plan your route accordingly.

Recommended directions between airports and the hotel are provided below.

From Suvarnabhumi Airport

Railway: The recommended route is as follows. Tickets are sold separately for each connection.
[see railway map] [see Google map info]

1. Take the Airport Rail Link (airport ground level) to Makkasan station.

2. Connect to MRT Metro (Blue Line) at Phetchaburi station, (5 minutes’ walk for the
connection). Take the route toward Lak Song. Exit at Si Lom station.

3. Exit the station through gate 2. The hotel is less than 200 meters from the exit. The hotel
is on Rama IV road connected to Dusit Central Park mall.

Taxi: Suvarnabhumi airport taxi counter is on Level 1 — Ground Level, near entrances 3, 4, 7 and
8. Airport taxi’s fare is metered plus 50 THB airport surcharge, and any tollway fees. Large
luggage may incur an additional 20 THB surcharge.

From Don Mueang Airport

Railway: The recommended route is as follows. Tickets are sold separately for each connection.
[see railway map] [see Google map info]

1. Take the SRT (Red Line) (airport 2" level) to Bang Sue Grand Station.
Connect to MRT Metro (Blue Line) at Bang Sue station. Take the route toward Lak
Song. Exit at Si Lom station.

3. Exit the station through gate 2. The hotel is less than 200 meters from the exit. The hotel
is on Rama IV road connected to Dusit Central Park mall.

Taxi: Don Mueang airport taxi counter is on Level 1 — Ground Level, near entrances 3, 4, 7 and
8. Airport taxi’s fare is metered plus 50 THB airport surcharge, and any tollway fees. Large
luggage may incur an additional 20 THB surcharge.

Time Zone: Thailand Local Time 1s UTC/GMT +7

Weather: The day temperature in Bangkok and Ayutthaya will be around at 31°C - 35°C during
the workshop week. All indoor facilities are air conditioned. Rain and thunderstorms are expected
on most days. It is strongly recommended that you bring umbrellas.

Electricity Outlet: Most outlet sockets in Thailand (as pictured) can accept Type
0, C, A, and B plug types. Rare older sockets are type A or B only. Adaptors will
not be provided by the workshop and may not be available at the hotel. It is advised
to bring your own.

Currency: Thai Baht is the currency of Thailand. The currency code for Baht is
THB. Major credit cards, including American Express, MasterCard and VISA, are
widely accepted. Automated Teller Machines (ATMs) are widely available, and
compatible with major credit cards and ATM cards.

Currency Exchange is available at the airport, banks and exchange service counters elsewhere in
the city.

Business hours: Government offices and tourist attractions usually operate from 08.30 to 16.30
hrs. Banking hours are from 08.30 to 15.30 hrs. (Monday - Friday). However, some branches in
the department stores open daily from 10.30 to 19.30 hrs.

Most shopping malls, department stores, and supermarkets open daily from 10.30 to 22.00 hrs.
Convenience stores are usually open 24/7.
